This grade II* listed factory and its contents tells the story of Newman Brothers, Birmingham’s last
coffin-furniture factory who operated from their Fleet Street premises for over 100 years until 1998
when workers laid down their equipment, and walked out of the building for the very last time,
leaving everything, including personal belongings behind.

The shelves and workbenches at Newman Brothers are full of original stock and tools of the trade.
With the original machinery working again, you can experience how this old Jewellery Quarter firm
once operated on a day-to-day basis, producing some of the world’s finest coffin furniture,
including the fittings for the funerals of Winston Churchill, Joseph Chamberlain and the Queen
Mother. Tours last approximately 1 hour. Prices start at £6/ £5 concessions per head.

(and daytime on Mondays), with entrance
through the Courtyard, and use of the toilet
facilities.
